Guidance Notes

Criteria

 Your application for a grant must meet all of the criteria the panel are looking for…

· Your activity will create/support opportunities for young people to volunteer.

· You must be aged between 16 and 25 (although your activities may benefit young people outside of this age range)

· You must be a group or individual living in Neath Port Talbot

· Your activity must benefit your community

· Your activity should provide new skills and/or experiences for young people

· You should be willing to evidence your completed project (photographs and written details).

Activity ideas

 Your activity idea can be anything young people can take part in, for example arts and crafts, sport, leisure, training, workshops, a trip or an event. You could also fill out an application form for equipment you may need to run these activities, for example: a pool table, musical instruments, transport, accommodation or money to hire a venue. 

Opportunities to volunteer

The activity needs to create or support volunteer opportunities for young people. This could be the coach of the team; through the activities of a youth forum, applying for training to develop the skills of a young volunteer etc.

Aged 16-25

The person completing the form must be aged 16-25, although they can put the name of a supporting adult on the form if they have needed help to complete the form.

Benefit

It is essential that your project benefits the people that take part this could be through enjoyment, having a new experience or learning new skills such as confidence, communication and team work. Therefore ensuring young people are heavily involved in the project, or even better are leading the project, will result in greater benefit to those involved.

As well as the young people taking part in the activity your project may also benefit other people in the wider community. You have the chance to tell us who will benefit from your project and this could be anyone from a specific group in the community, for example disabled young people, ethnic minorities or older people, as well as the environment, local schools, your youth club or future generations!

Costs

Grants awarded by the panel are likely to be for projects costing between 

£50-£500, however applications for more money will be considered. Panel members may contact you for further information.

You need to provide copies of any quotes you have or evidence of what your project will cost. This will help the panel understand how you plan to spend the grant and decide if it would be value for money.

Supporting Information

You have the chance to send the panel any extra information that you think might support your project idea.

This could be anything! Ideas include: photos, evaluations of similar activities, a letter of support from an organisation you work with, comments or ideas from your group, a leaflet about similar projects, or even a map to show that there is a lack of services in your local area. 

The more information the panel have the more they will be able to get to know you and your project and make an informed decision.
